This venture utilizes
mainstream classical sources of commentaries namely, Tabari, Qurtubi and Ibn Kathir.

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(This is the) Book (the Quran) sent down unto you (O Muhammad SAW), so let
not your breast be narrow therefrom, that you warn thereby, and a reminder unto
the believers.

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But those who believed (in the Oneness of Allah - Islamic Monotheism), and
worked righteousness - We tax not any person beyond his scope, such are the
dwellers of Paradise.
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They will abide therein.
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And We shall remove from their breasts any (mutual) hatred or sense of injury
(which they had, if at all, in the life of this world);
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rivers flowing under them,
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and they will say:
"All the praises and thanks be to Allah, Who has guided us to this,
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never could we have found guidance, were it not that Allah had guided us!
Indeed, the Messengers of our Lord did come with the truth."
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And it will be cried out to them: "This is the Paradise which you have inherited for
what you used to do."
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And the dwellers of Paradise will call out to the dwellers of the Fire (saying):
"We have indeed found true what our Lord had promised us;
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have you also found true, what your Lord promised (warnings, etc.)?"
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They shall say: "Yes."
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Then a crier will proclaim between them: "The Curse of Allah is on the Zalimoon
(polytheists and wrongdoers, etc.),"
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Those who hindered (men) from the Path of Allah, and would seek to make it
crooked, and they were disbelievers in the Hereafter.
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And between them will be a barrier screen
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and on AlAraf (a wall with elevated places) will be men (whose good and evil
deeds would be equal in scale), who would recognise all (of the Paradise and
Hell people), by their marks (the dwellers of Paradise by their white faces and
the dwellers of Hell by their black faces),
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they will call out to the dwellers of Paradise, "Salamun Alaikoom" (peace be on

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The chiefs of Firauns (Pharaoh) people said: "Will you leave Moosa (Moses) and
his people to spread mischief in the land, and to abandon you and your gods?"
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He said: "We will kill their sons, and let live their women, and we have indeed
irresistible power over them."
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Moosa (Moses) said to his people: "Seek help in Allah and be patient.
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Verily, the earth is Allahs. He gives it as a heritage to whom He will of His
slaves, and the (blessed) end is for the Muttagoon (pious - see V.2:2)."
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They said: "We (Children of Israel) had suffered troubles before you came to us,
and since you have come to us."

He said: "It may be that your Lord will destroy your enemy and make you
successors on the earth, so that He may see how you act?"
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And indeed We punished the people of Firaun (Pharaoh) with years of drought
and shortness of fruits (crops, etc.), that they might remember (take heed).
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But whenever good came to them, they said: "Ours is this."
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And if evil afflicted them, they ascribed it to evil omens connected with Moosa
(Moses) and those with him.
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Be informed! Verily, their evil omens are with Allah but most of them know not.
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They said (to Moosa (Moses)): "Whatever Ayat (proofs, evidences, verses,
lessons, signs, revelations, etc.) you may bring to us, to work therewith your
sorcery on us, we shall never believe in you."

So We sent on them:

- the flood,

- the locusts,

- the lice,

- the frogs, and

- the blood:

(as a succession of) manifest signs,
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yet they remained arrogant, and they were of those people who were Mujrimoon
(criminals, polytheists, sinners, etc.).

And when the punishment fell on them they said: "O Moosa (Moses)! Invoke
your Lord for us because of His Promise to you.
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If you will remove the punishment from us, we indeed shall believe in you, and
we shall let the Children of Israel go with you."
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But when We removed the punishment from them to a fixed term, which they
had to reach, behold! They broke their word!
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So We took retribution from them.
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We drowned them in the sea, because they belied Our Ayat (proofs, evidences,
verses, lessons, signs, revelations, etc.) and were heedless about them.
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And We made the people who were considered weak to inherit the eastern parts
of the land and the western parts thereof which We have blessed.
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And the fair Word of your Lord was fulfilled for the Children of Israel, because of
their endurance.
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And We destroyed completely all the great works and buildings which Firaun
(Pharaoh) and his people erected.
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And We brought the Children of Israel (with safety) across the sea, and they
came upon a people devoted to some of their idols (in worship).
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They said: "O Moosa (Moses)! Make for us an ilahan (a god) as they have aliha
(gods)."
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He said: "Verily, you are a people who know not (the Majesty and Greatness of
Allah and what is obligatory upon you, i.e. to worship none but Allah Alone, the
One and the Only God of all that exists)."
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(Moosa (Moses) added:) "Verily, these people will be destroyed for that which
they are engaged in (idols-worship). And all that they are doing is in vain."
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He said: "Shall | seek for you an llahan (a God) other than Allah, while He has
given you superiority over the Alameen (mankind and jinns of your time)."
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And (remember) when We rescued you from Firauns (Pharaoh) people, who
were afflicting you with the worst torment,
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killing your sons and letting your women live.

And in that was a great trial from your Lord.
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And We appointed for Moosa (Moses) thirty nights and added (o the period) ten
(more), and he completed the term, appointed by his Lord, of forty nights.
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And Moosa (Moses) said to his brother Haroon (Aaron): "Replace me among my
people, act in the Right Way (by ordering the people to obey Allah and to
worship Him Alone) and follow not the way of the Mufsidoon (mischiefmakers)."
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And when Moosa (Moses) came at the time and place appointed by Us, and his
Lord spoke to him, he said: "O my Lord! Show me (Yourself), that | may look
upon You."
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Allah said: "You cannot see Me, but look upon the mountain if it stands still in its
place then you shall see Me."
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So when his Lord appeared to the mountain, He made it collapse to dust, and
Moosa (Moses) fell down unconscious.
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Then when he recovered his senses he said: "Glory be to You, | turn to You in
repentance and | am the first of the believers."
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(Allah) said: "O Moosa (Moses) | have chosen you above men by My Messages,
and by My speaking (to you).
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So hold that which | have given you and be of the grateful.”
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And We wrote for him on the Tablets the lesson to be drawn from all things and
the explanation of all things (and said):
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Hold unto these with firmness, and enjoin your people to take the better therein.
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| shall show you the home of Al-Fasiqoon (the rebellious, disobedient to Allah).
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| shall turn away from My Ayat (verses of the Quran) those who behave
arrogantly on the earth, without a right, and (even) if they see all the Ayat
(proofs, evidences, verses, lessons, signs, revelations, etc.), they will not believe
in them.
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And if they see the way of righteousness (monotheism, piety, and good deeds),
they will not adopt it as the Way, but if they see the way of error (polytheism,
crimes and evil deeds), they will adopt that way,
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that is because they have rejected Our Ayat (proofs, evidences, verses, lessons,
signs, revelations, etc.) and were heedless (to learn a lesson) from them.
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Those who deny Our Ayat (proofs, evidences, verses, lessons, signs,
revelations, etc.) and the Meeting in the Hereafter (Day of Resurrection,), vain
are their deeds.
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Do they expect to be rewarded with anything except what they used to do?
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And the people of Moosa (Moses) made in his absence, out of their ornaments,
the image of a calf (for worship). It had a sound (as if it was mooing).
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Did they not see that it could neither speak to them nor guide them to the way?
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They took it for worship and they were Zalimoon (wrong-doers).
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And when they regretted and saw that they had gone astray, they (repented and)
said:

"If our Lord have not mercy upon us and forgive us, we shall certainly be of the
losers."
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And when Moosa (Moses) returned to his people, angry and grieved, he said:

"What an evil thing is that which you have done (i.e. worshipping the calf) during
my absence.
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Did you hasten andgo ahead as regards the matter of your Lord (you left His
worship)?"
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And he threw down the Tablets and seized his brother by (the hair of) his head
and dragged him towards him.
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Haroon (Aaron) said: "O son of my mother! Indeed the people judged me weak
and were about to kill me, so make not the enemies rejoice over me,
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nor put me amongst the people who are Zalimoon (wrong-doers)."
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Moosa (Moses) said: "O my Lord! Forgive me and my brother, and make us
enter into Your Mercy, for you are the Most Merciful of those who show mercy."
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Certainly, those who took the calf (for worship), wrath from their Lord and
humiliation will come upon them in the life of this world.
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Thus do We recompense those who invent lies.
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But those who committed evil deeds and then repented afterwards and believed,
verily, your Lord after (all) that is indeed Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.
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And when the anger of Moosa (Moses) was appeased, he took up the Tablets,
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and in their inscription was guidance and mercy for those who fear their Lord.
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And Moosa (Moses) chose out of his people seventy (of the best) men for Our
appointed time and place of meeting,
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and when they were seized with a violent earthquake, he said: "O my Lord, if it
had been Your Will, You could have destroyed them and me before;
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would You destroy us for the deeds of the foolish ones among us?
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It is only Your Trial by which You lead astray whom You will, and keep guided
whom You will.
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You are our Walee (Protector), so forgive us and have Mercy on us, for You are
the Best of those who forgive.

And ordain for us good in this world, and in the Hereafter. Certainly we have
turned unto You."
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He said: (As to) My Punishment | afflict therewith whom | will and My Mercy
embraces all things.
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That (Mercy) | shall ordain for those who are the Muttagoon (pious - see V.2:2),
and give Zakat; and those who believe in Our Ayat (proofs, evidences, verses,
lessons, signs and revelations, etc.);
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Those who follow the Messenger, the Prophet who can neither read nor write
(i.,e.Muhammad SAW) whom they find written with them in the Taurat (Torah)
(Deut, xviii, 15) and the Injeel (Gospel) (John xiv, 16), -
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he commands them for Al-Maroof (i.e. Islamic Monotheism and all that Islam has

ordained); and forbids them from Al-Munkar (i.e. disbelief, polytheism of all
kinds, and all that Islam has forbidden);

fetters (bindings) that were upon them.
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So those who believe in him (Muhammad SAW), honour him, help him, and
follow the light (the Quran) which has been sent down with him, it is they who will
be successful.
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Say (O Muhammad SAW): "O mankind! Verily, | am sent to you all as the
Messenger of Allah - to Whom belongs the dominion of the heavens and the
earth.

So believe in Allah and His Messenger (Muhammad SAW), the Prophet who can
neither read nor write (i.e. Muhammad SAW) who believes in Allah and His
Words ((this Quran), the Taurat (Torah) and the Injeel (Gospel) and also Allahs
Word: "Be!" - and he was, i.e. lesa (Jesus) son of Maryam (Mary), C ), and
follow him so that you may be guided."
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And of the people of Moosa (Moses) there is a community who lead (the men)
with truth and establish justice therewith (i.e. judge men with truth and justice).
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And We divided them into twelve tribes (as distinct) nations.
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We directed Moosa (Moses) by inspiration, when his people asked him for water,
(saying): "Strike the stone with your stick",
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and there gushed forth out of it twelve springs: each group knew its own place
for water.
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We shaded them with the clouds and sent down upon them Al-Manna and the
quails (saying):
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"Eat of the good things with which We have provided you."
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They harmed Us not but they used to harm themselves.
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And (remember) when it was said to them:

"Dwell in this town (Jerusalem) and eat therefrom wherever you wish, and say,
(O Allah) forgive our sins;
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and enter the gate prostrate (bowing with humility). We shall forgive you your
wrong-doings.
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We shall increase (the reward) for the good doers."

But those among them who did wrong changed the word that had been told to
them.
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So We sent on them a torment from heaven in return for their wrong-doings.
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And ask them (O Muhammad SAW) about the town that was by the sea, when
they transgressed in the matter of the Sabbath (i.e. Saturday):
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when their fish came to them openly on the Sabbath day, and did not come to
them on the day they had no Sabbath.
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Thus We made a trial of them for they used to rebel (see the Quran: V.4:154).
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And when a community among them said: "Why do you preach to a people
whom Allah is about to destroy or to punish with a severe torment?"
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(The preachers) said: "In order to be free from guilt before your Lord (Allah), and
perhaps they may fear Allah."
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So when they forgot the remindings that had been given to them, We rescued
those who forbade evil,
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but We seized those who did wrong with a severe torment because they used to
rebel (disobey Allah).
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So when they exceeded the limits of what they were prohibited, We said to them:
"Be you monkeys, despised and rejected.”

(It is a severe warning to the mankind that they should not disobey what Allah commands them
to do, and be far away from what He prohibits them).
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And (remember) when your Lord declared that He would certainly keep on
sending against them (i.e. the Jews), till the Day of Resurrection, those who
would afflict them with a humiliating torment.
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Verily, your Lord is Quick in Retribution (for the disobedient, wicked) and
certainly He is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful (for the obedient and those who beg
Allah's Forgiveness).

And We have broken them (i.e. the Jews) up into various separate groups on the
earth,
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some of them are righteous and some are away from that.
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And We tried them with good (blessings) and evil (calamities) in order that they
might turn (to Allah's Obedience).
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Then after them succeeded an (evil) generation, which inherited the Book, but
they chose (for themselves) the goods of this low life (evil pleasures of this
world) saying (as an excuse): "(Everything) will be forgiven to us."
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And if (again) the offer of the like (evil pleasures of this world) came their way,
they would (again) seize them (would commit those sins).
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Was not the covenant of the Book taken from them that they would not say
about Allah anything but the truth?
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And they have studied what is in it (the Book).
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And the home of the Hereafter is better for those who are Al-Muttagoon (the
pious - see V.2:2). Do not you then understand?
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And as to those who hold fast to the Book (i.e. act on its teachings) and perform
As-Salat (Igamat-as-Salat), certainly, We shall never waste the reward of those
who do righteous deeds.

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And (remember) when your Lord brought forth from the Children of Adam, from
their loins, their seed (or from Adams loin his offspring) and made them testify as
to themselves (saying): "Am | not your Lord?"

They said: "Yes! We testify,"
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lest you should say on the Day of Resurrection: "Verily, we have been unaware
of this."
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Or lest you should say: "It was only our fathers aforetime who took others as
partners in worship along with Allah, and we were (merely their) descendants
after them;
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will You then destroy us because of the deeds of men who practised Al-Batil (i.e.
polytheism and committing crimes and sins, invoking and worshipping others
besides Allah)?"

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Thus do We explain the Ayat (proofs, evidences, verses, lessons, signs,
revelations, etc.) in detail, so that they may turn (unto the truth).
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And recite (O Muhammad SAW) to them the story of him to whom We gave Our
Ayat (proofs, evidences, verses, lessons, signs, revelations, etc.), but he threw
them away, so Shaitan (Satan) followed him up, and he became of those who
went astray.
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And had We willed, We would surely have elevated him therewith but he clung to
the earth and foIIowed his own vain desire.
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So his description is the description of a dog: if you drive him away, he lolls his
tongue out, or if you leave him alone, he (still) lolls his tongue out.
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Such is the description of the people who reject Our Ayat (proofs, evidences,
verses, lessons, signs, revelations, etc.).
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So relate the stories, perhaps they may reflect.
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Evil is the likeness of the people who reject Our Ayat (proofs, evidences, verses
and signs, etc.), and used to wrong their ownselves.
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Whomsoever Allah guides, he is the guided one, and whomsoever He sends
astray, those! They are the losers.
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And surely, We have created many of the jinns and mankind for Hell.
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They have hearts wherewith they understand not,
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they have eyes wherewith they see not,

and they have ears wherewith they hear not (the truth).
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They are like cattle, nay even more astray;
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those! They are the heedless ones.
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And (all) the Most Beautiful Names belong to Allah, so call on Him by them,

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And of those whom We have created, there is a community who guides (others)
with the truth, and establishes justice therewith.

certainly My Plan is strong.

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If I had the knowledge of the Ghaib (unseen), | should have secured for myself
an abundance of wealth, and no evil should have touched me.

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"Verily, my Walee (Protector, Supporter, and Helper, etc.) is Allah Who has
revealed the Book (the Quran), and He protects (supports and helps) the
righteous.
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"And those whom you call upon besides Him (Allah) cannot help you nor can
they help themselves."
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And if you call them to guidance, they hear not and you will see them looking at
you, yet they see not.
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Show forgiveness, enjoin what is good, and turn away from the foolish (i.e. dont
punish them).
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And if an evil whisper comes to you from Shaitan (Satan) then seek refuge with
