(criminals, polytheists, pagans, etc. (because of their mockery at the
Messengers)).
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hey would not believe in it (the Quran), and already the example of (Allah's
punishment of) the ancients (who disbelieved) has gone forth.
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And even if We opened to them a gate from the heaven and they were to

continue ascending thereto,
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They would surely say: "Our eyes have been (as if) dazzled. Nay, we are a
people bewitched."

Truly, He is All-Wise, All-Knowing.

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And (remember) when your Lord said to the angels:
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"l am going to create a man (Adam) from sounding clay of altered black smooth

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"So, when | have fashioned him completely and breathed into him (Adam) the
soul which | created for him, then fall (you) down prostrating yourselves unto

him.

And verily, the dwellers of Al-Hijr (the rocky tract) denied the Messengers.

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But As-Saeehah (torment - awful cry etc.) overtook them in the early morning (of

the fourth day of their promised punishment days).
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And all that which they used to earn availed them not.
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And We created not the heavens and the earth and all that is between them
except with truth,

and the Hour is surely coming, so overlook (O Muhammad SAW), their faults with
gracious forgiveness.

(This was before the ordainment of Jihad holy fighting in Allah's Cause).
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Verily, your Lord is the All-Knowing Creator.
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And indeed, We have bestowed upon you seven of Al-Mathani (the seven

repeatedly recited Verses), (i.e. Soorat Al-Fatiha) and the Grand Quran.
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Look not with your eyes ambitiously at what We have bestowed on certain
classes of them (the disbelievers), nor grieve over them.
