And what will make you know exactly what Hell-fire is?
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It spares not (any sinner), nor does it leave (anything unburnt)!
Burning the skins!

Over it are nineteen (angels as guardians and keepers of Hell).
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And We have set none but angels as guardians of the Fire, and We have fixed
their number (1 9) only as a trial for the disbelievers,
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in order that the people of the Scripture (Jews and Christians) may arrive at a

certainty (that this Quran is the truth as it agrees with their Books i.e. their
number (19) is written in the Taurat (Torah) and the Injeel (Gospel)) and the

believers may increase in Faith (as this Quran is the truth)
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and that no doubts may be left for the people of the Scripture and the

believers,
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and that those in whose hearts is a disease (of hypocrisy) and the disbelievers
may say: "What Allah intends by this (curious) example ?"

(coming from Allah with a writing that Islam is the right religion, and
Muhammad SAW has come with the truth from Allah the Lord of the heavens

and earth, etc.).
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But they fear not the Hereafter (from Allahs punishment).

Nay, verily, this (Quran) is an admonition,
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So whosoever will (let him read it), and receive admonition (from it)!
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And they will not receive admonition unless Allah wills;
